Policy for Cell Phones & Electronics
Policy: High Road Academy DOES NOT permit the use of cell phones at school.  A student MAY NOT be in possession of a cell phone at any time during instruction.  Cell phones must be turned off and put away throughout the school day.  The only exception is use of a cell phone as an iPod during lunch break.  Students MAY bring and utilize electronic games, CD players, etc. while on the bus and at recess.  This equipment must be stored during instructional time.  High Road Academy is NOT responsible for the safety of any equipment brought to school.  Students MUST take proper care of their belongings while on the bus or during recess.  If a student violates this policy, the following steps will be taken: 
· The student will receive a reminder to put the device away and turned off.  
· If a second reminder is required, the student will be required to turn in the phone pending notification of parents.  
· The item(s) will be kept in a locked storage area of the office pending arrangements for return by a parent/guardian.
In the event a student violates the policy on three or more occasions, the student will not be permitted to bring any electronics to school for the remainder of the school year. 

PERMANENT IDENTIFICATION (ENGRAVER/LABEL MAKER) OF ELECTRONICS EQUIPMENT IS HIGHLY RECOMMENDED FOR PROPER IDENTIFICATION WHEN ITEMS ARE LOST.
