School-Wide Rules for ALL Students

In accordance with the High Road Academy “Community Standards,” the following rules will apply to ALL students at all times throughout the day: 

1. No physical contact is permitted.  (Keep hands, feet, and all objects to self in school and on the bus at all times.)
2. Show civility and courtesy to others in school and on the bus.  (Respect each other’s right to feel safe -no physical, verbal, or  Internet bullying, teasing, harassment, or intimidation.) 
3. Demonstrate cooperation by following ALL staff directions.

4. Respect personal and school property.

“School-Wide Rules for All Students” 

Teacher Implementation 
1. All classes will be provided with charts for each class (content as well).  These will be done by Ms. Mitchell and Ms. Cline.  The charts contain the “Reminder, Warning, Consequence” procedure for each student. 

2. Charts will be provided in the lunch room as well. 

3. Give charts to Ms. Mitchell or Ms. Cline each Friday at the end of the day. 

4. Ms. Mitchell and Ms. Cline will analyze and look for patterns. 

5. Individual charts will no longer be used. 

6. All classes are required to participate in this system. 

7. Goal is to receive as few “Consequences” as possible to earn a class reward to be given the last school day of the month.  

8. In order to earn an award, a student may have no more than 9 consequences total (across days or weeks).  When the number 10 is reached, an incident report will be written by the teacher. 

9. Three incident reports (30 total consequences) will result in a 1 day suspension from school. 
10. End of month rewards are to be determined by each class.  

11. Students will be given 2 “passes” for the year to be used at their discretion in order to participate in end of month reward. 
12. Any student who has received two incident reports, however, will not be able to use a pass that month.  Any student who was suspended will also not be eligible for a pass.
