Why Are We Assessing Your Child?

By the time a child reaches a particular grade level, he or she should have mastered a certain amount of information. Assessment tests reveal whether a child’s reading skill is above average, average, or below average. If the child has above average skills, he or she may be able to move into an advance reading group. On the other hand, if a child’s skill level is below average, he or she will likely need additional one on one time with a teacher.  A below average reading assessment test can indicate a specific learning disability. After learning Disabilities have been identified, the teacher can then select the appropriate Reading Program that will help assist the child reach their grade level.

What Are We Looking For?

Print Awareness- understanding that print is organized in a particular way. Examples of this are knowing that print is read from left to right and top to bottom. It is knowing that words consist of letters and that spaces appear between words.

Phonological Awareness - the ability to break words into separate sounds

Word Recognition- the ability of a reader to recognize written words correctly and virtually effortlessly.

Word Analysis- also called "phonics" or "decoding," is the process of using the relationships between spelling and pronunciation at the letter, syllable, and word levels to figure out unfamiliar words.

Oral Reading Accuracy/Fluency- the ability to read text accurately and quickly.

Reading Comprehension- all of the processes related to deriving meaning from written language (including books and other forms of written language) and constructing meaning from written language.

Spelling- learning how to pronounce words in a correct manner and knowledge of basic sight words.

Word Meaning- Knowledge of the meanings of the words used in a text.
